MOST NEW JERSEYANS There are some key demographic disparities in home ownership. White
ARE HOMEOWNERS, residents are almost twice as likely to own a house as non-white residents
BUT KEY DEMOGRAPHIC (80 percent versus 45 percent), who are more likely to rent an apartment
DIFFERENCES PERSIST (28 percent versus 9 percent) or house (13 percent versus 5 percent).
